Guidelines for Paper and Extended Abstracts for the Proceedings of the 9th BoFEP Fundy Science Workshop


The deadline for submission of final versions of papers or extended abstracts and PDFs of posters for inclusion in the proceedings is 31 October 2011. Questions concerning papers or extended abstracts for the Proceedings should be directed to Susan Rolston at seawindscs@eastlink.ca.
Papers and extended abstracts should be prepared according to the following guidelines: 

1. The length, including figures, graphs, tables and illustrations, should not exceed 10 pages.

2. The preferred font is Times New Roman 12 point, proportionally spaced, fully justified. The text should be single-spaced and with a single space between paragraphs; the first line of each paragraph should be indented. 

3. All material including text, tables, and figures should be formatted on one side only of 8.1/2" x 11" letter-size paper with 1" margins all around. 

4. The first page should include the paper's title, the names of the author(s) including their first names, the author(s)' affiliation(s), including the e-mail address of the primary author, according to the sample format provided below. Abstracts, in either of the official languages (English or French), should not exceed 250 words. The body of the paper should immediately follow the abstract on the first page, space permitting. 

5. SI units should be used. Equivalents in other units may be included in parentheses. 

6. Include genus and species names wherever possible at the first mention of an organism. Specify the province or state of any geographical names used particularly those commonly found in many locations, e.g., Black River. 

7. Spell out all acronyms used in their paper at the place of their first occurrence.

8. Appendices and footnotes should not be used. 

9. References, cited in the text in (author, date) format, should be listed alphabetically at the end of the paper in the format shown below. 

10. Any graphics (tables, maps, figures, etc.) should be provided in separate files with the text. In the proceedings, graphic images will be inserted at the end of the abstract or paper. Authors should refer to each graphic in the text. Captions for each figure can be provided at the end of the text. Please ensure that images provided are clear and will fit in the formatted page size. 

11. Authors should refer to the proceedings of the 6th Fundy Workshop (available online at www.bofep.org/publications.htm ) if uncertain about any aspects of the format or content of their abstract or paper. 

12. To assist in indexing, authors are asked to provide six keywords or phrases that describe the content of their abstract or paper. Keywords should be listed on the last page.

13. Authors are responsible for the technical content of their papers. It is recommended that one or two colleagues be invited to review their paper prior to submission. 


14. Please note that material submitted will not be returned unless a specific request is made, in writing, when the paper is submitted.
